Step 1: 

 
Carefully review the award categories and determine which category is most 
appropriate for the person you wish to nominate. There are a total of Six (6) 
categories, with only the Ray Hostland Memorial “Presidents Award” ineligible for 
nomination.  All awards are presented at the Annual Hockey Calgary Award and 
Appreciation Banquet on May 24th, 2008. 

 
 1)  Ray Hostland Memorial "Presidents Award". 

Selected by the Hockey Calgary President, this award recognizes an individual 
who has demonstrated outstanding commitment, guidance and support to the 
Hockey Calgary President, his Executive & Board of Directors and the initiatives, 
programs and strategies of Hockey Calgary. 

 
 2)  Hockey Alberta Award 

To honor an individual who has faithfully served amateur hockey in Alberta for 
many years demonstrating outstanding commitment in representing the interests 
of Hockey Calgary both locally and at the Branch level. 
 

 3)  Hockey Calgary Member Association of the Year Award 
Awarded annually to the Hockey Calgary Member Association who has made an 
outstanding contribution to the minor hockey community in Calgary. The 
Association will have regularly attended Hockey Calgary Annual and General 
Meetings, provided active representation on Sub-Committees and demonstrated 
a willingness to work cooperatively with Hockey Calgary regarding its initiatives, 
programs and strategies. 
 

 4)  Volunteer Achievement Award 
To acknowledge individuals who have demonstrated outstanding contribution to 
minor hockey in Calgary exhibiting dedication and service well beyond the 
normal expectations.  Past recipients have included Hockey Calgary Executive & 
Board Members, League Chair people, Mac’s Tournament Committee members 
as well as Member Association volunteers such as Presidents, Ice Coordinators, 
Community Referee Coordinators, Registrars and Treasurers. 

 
 5) Association Volunteer of the Year Award 

Each association’s board of directors will select the recipient for their respective 
association and will notify Hockey Calgary.  This award will acknowledge 
individuals who have made outstanding contributions to their respective hockey  
 
 
 
 
 



 
 
associations.  The association is required to provide a brief description outlining 
the individual’s efforts and contributions made throughout their involvement in the 
game of hockey. 
 

 6) Hockey Calgary Coach of the Year Award 
To acknowledge an individual who demonstrated outstanding contribution to their 
hockey association, team and players by exhibiting dedication and service well 
beyond the normal expectations.  This individual will have followed the Fair Play 
Codes, emphasized skill development while emphasizing the FUNdamentals of 
the game. This individual will have also taken part in educational seminars such 
as coach clinics, the coach mentorship program and specialty skills camps.  
Please be as detailed as possible.  This award will not be awarded based on 
winning records and or winning percentages.  It is strictly based on development 
and fair play. 

 
Step 2: 

Submit a letter of nomination, which describes in detail why the nominee 
deserves the award. Please view the description of each award and carefully 
read the eligibility requirements. Use the content guideline for each category to 
help you write your nomination letter.  

 
In addition to the nomination letter, you may submit supporting material such as 
newspaper articles, photographs, testimonials etc. Please ensure that you type 
your nomination letter.  All nominations submitted in any other format will not be 
selected. 

 
Hockey Calgary Awards Committee will review all nominations and make 
recommendations for Executive approval.  

 
The Committee bases their decisions entirely on the information provided in the 
nomination package. 

 
Step 3: 

Once you have written the nomination letter and pulled together any supporting 
material, fill out the attached form and mail, deliver, fax or email your nomination 
to the Hockey Calgary Office.  Nominations must be received by the deadline of
