By 1964, the Catholic School Board had assumed operations for the league and for the
next fifteen years, Junior High School Hockey was in its zenith here in the city”

“During that era, league supremacy was recognized with the Hughiesbtoivlemorial
Trophy in memory of outstanding Calgary athlete Hugh Morrison who was killed in
World War 1l far too early”, noted O’'Hara. “We are very happy that Edpe&@ds

putting on such a great tournament and we are quite excited about being a part of it”.
